Strictly For Drop Off And Pick Up At The School Foyer

To facilitate the smooth flow of vehicles driving into RMPS for students to alight at arrival and for parents to fetch him/ her/
them at dismissal, please note of the “STRICTLY FOR DROP OFF AND PICK UP" signs at the foyer.
